Latest Developments

NEW ORDERS

August and September saw many orders
arriving for mesh demisters in a wide
range of stainless steels, alloys and duplex
for projects in the UK, Norway, Syria and
Qatar. Significant contracts were secured
for 4 sets of cyclone separator intemals for
the UAE; and a large crude stabiliser
column and separator internals for Iran.
Other orders included various types of
random packings and the supply and
installation of high-capacity distillation
column packing for the UK.

RECENT DELIVERIES

Recently completed contracts include sets
of replacement trays and hardware for
Indonesia; several large separator plate
packs to a UK customer; vane mist
eliminators for fuel gas scrubbers in
Pakistan; high capacity structured packing
and cyclone intemals for a gas
dehydration facility in Qatar; and a set of
mini-valve trays for an oil stripper column
for an international process house.

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EUROPE

GERMANY - Bayer plans to upgrade its
chemicals production site at Dormagen
and Brunsbuttel, Germany, at a total cost
of around €300m ($420m). The company
confirmed that it is planning to replace its
toluene diisocyanate (TDI) production at
Dormagen. The new TDI plant will have a
capacity of 300,000 t/y, come onstream in
2012 or 2013, and use the company’s new
gas-phase phosgenation process. Bayer
says the new process offers huge
advantages both in terms of cost and the
environment, reducing energy
consumption by 60%, solvents by 80%
and cutting CO2 emissions by some
60,000 t/y.

RUSSIA - The World Bank has signed a
deal with Russian oil producer Rosneft to
cut flaring by making use of gas from the
Komsomolskoye oilfield rather than flaring
it off. Rosneft says it will cut the
equivalent of 5.3 million tonnes of carbon
dioxide emissions in 2008-2012, which
can then be sold as carbon offsets under
the Kyoto Protocol, to European countries
trying to meet climate targets.

UK - The Environment Agency has
recommended that the government should
only authorise new coal-fired plants on the
condition that utilities install technology to
capture and store the carbon produced.
The Environment Agency adds that
capture-ready stations, those that leave
room to add any proven capture
technology at a later date, are “insufficient”
in light of the climate challenges faced.

MIDDLE EAST

INDIA - India's Oil & Natural Gas
Corporation (ONGC) is evaluating bids
from a dozen companies battling to secure
a contract to assess the feasibility of
deploying a floating production vessel on
its marginal oil discoveries in the Arabian
Sea. Norway's Aker Solutions and
Technip of France are believed to be the
main overseas bidders while the likes of
India's Shipping Corporation could be
among the domestic contenders.

ASIA - PACIFIC

SINGAPORE - Keppel Shipyard has
bagged $150 million contracts for the
upgrading, modification and conversion of
two vessels that will work for Petrobras off
Brazil. The first contract is from Single
Buoy Moorings (SBM), for the upgrading
and conversion of a tanker into a floating
production, storage and offloading vessel.
The spread-moored P-57 FPSO will be
capable of producing 180,000 barrels of oil
per day and undertake gas compression of
71 million cubic feet of gas per day.

AFRICA

SOUTH AFRICA - The Department of
Minerals and Energy has granted state
energy company PetroSA a manufacturing
license for its planned 400,000 bbl/d
Mthombo refinery. PetroSA’s facility now
has permission to
) & | produce refined
A . | petroleum products,
bl | ; # . Er which the company
says is a significant
milestone in fast-
tracking the project.
The $11b refinery
’ y " will be built at
Coega, in South Africa’s Eastern Cape.
Construction is scheduled for 2010 and
start-up for 2014.

ELSEWHERE

USA - The Senate has approved
legislation extending billions of dollars in
tax credits for the solar, wind and biodiesel
industries as part of a $700 billion rescue
plan for Wall Street. The legislation would
extend for one year the production tax
credit for wind energy, with an eight-year
extension for investment tax credits for
solar energy projects. The bill also
provides incentives for the use of
biodiesel.
